JANUARY  2012 

January will be a BIG month with lots of 

important stuff happening!  Review the 

notes below and be sure you know what to 

do and when to do it.  Your input is critical 

to the future of our church! 

In 2007 we did a Community Church Appraisal which provided critical insight into 
the direction our church family wanted to go and what they felt was important.  
Several major things have come out of that Appraisal, not the least of which is 
our exciting new building addition which has given us great flexibility and much 
more space in which to support the community and the activities of our church.  
It’s time now to do another Appraisal or Survey and we will be doing this during 
January, 2012.  On Sundays, January 15, 22 and 29, we will ask you to take a 
few minutes and complete a survey form.  There will be two parts to this survey.  
Section 1 will ask a number of general questions about you and the church and 
only needs to be completed one time (on whichever of those Sundays you are 
initially here).  Section 2 is much shorter and we are asking that you complete it 
each of those three Sundays (or whenever you are here).   
There will be boxes by each exit for you to place your surveys in when you com-
plete them.  After January 29th, we will compile the results and then present 
them to the entire church body.  They will be discussed and a new or modified 
direction will be determined as we move into the next few years.  Your input is 
critical so please take the few extra minutes required to complete the surveys. 

Our last pictorial directory was done in 2007 and it’s time to do a new one.  We are undertaking this pro-

ject ourselves this time and hope to make it as simple as possible for everyone to participate.  This will 

also give us an opportunity to update our information on each individual or family unit that makes up our 

church family.  On January 15, 22, and 29 we will have an individual situated in the church to take snap-

shots of everyone.  At that time we will also ask you to briefly scan a card containing your information and 

correct or confirm what we have.  Everyone who has their picture taken for the directory will receive one 

copy at no charge.  Others may purchase a copy for a nominal fee.  These directories will be easy to up-

date and keep current which will allow us to better serve the members of our church family.  If you know 

you will not be in town during the time these photographs are being taken and would like to be in the 

new directory, please email or send us a photograph c/o info@srbcc.com or P. O. Box 1723, Santa Rosa 

Beach, FL  32459 so we can include it.
