SRBCC CAPITAL CAMPAIGN/CONSTRUCTION REPORT 

Given to Congregation on Sunday, April 17, 2011

Planning for an addition to provide much needed space for meeting rooms, classrooms, pre-
school, choir rehearsals, Sunday morning fellowship, as well as a new administrative office 
and storage was begun several years ago.  Renovating Fellowship Hall and making improve-
ments to the kitchen, nursery and offices was included as a part of the total project. 
 
Good News!  Everything is completed...on time and on-budget! 
 
We moved into the new addition in January 2011 and finished renovation work in March & 
April.  If you have not seen it, please do so. 
 
Total investment to-date is $1.25M.  This includes about $135,000 spent for engineering and 
design plus permits and fees prior to start of project, and all construction costs, Furniture, 
Fixtures & Equipment and interest during construction.  A provision for interest on our bank 
loan until the end of the loan period in late 2013 has been provided for. 
 
With church designated building funds of $300,000 available, a Capital Campaign was under-
taken to raise the more than $800,000 in additional funds needed to cover the estimated 
project cost of over $1.1M. 
 
Good News!  Received to date from pledges, other gifts and church designated funds:  Over 
$700,000. 
 
Outstanding pledges expected to be received over next two years:  About $400,000 
 
Current bank balance:  $457,000 
 
We pray that new pledges and gifts will cover this $57,000 shortfall by the time the current 
bank loan matures in late 2013.
