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Pastor Pete’s Ponderings:

CHANGE!! It is probably the most feared constant in the entirety of our lives. Remember the
old adage: “The only constant in life is change.” It happens to us from the beginning of life. Just
as we are getting used to all the attention of Mom and Dad, along comes a brother or sister to change the
routine. Just as we are getting used to the daily routine of being a toddler, preschool comes and turns simple
pleasures into work and leaning — something that will be with us for the rest of our life. Then comes school -
different teacher every year and as we get older, different schools. Then Mom and Dad move to another town —
new friends, new home, new schools. Those teenage years bring changes every day. She loves me. She loves
me not. College. Jobs. Cars. Will you marry me? You squeeze the toothpaste from the bottom not the top.
The toilet paper goes on the roll this way. I'll do the laundry. You always mess it up. We're pregnant. It's
crying again — your turn. 1 wish Mom and Dad were still alive so | could call them. The kids have moved away
to start the cycle once again. The nest is empty. We're retired. No more going to work. What will we do with
our time? Why can't he find something to do instead of just sitting on the couch watching golf? The house is
empty now that my spouse has gone to heaven. I wish he was sitting on the couch watching golf. I don't want
to go home any more. Too much has changed. CHANGE!!

You get the picture. How many times have you said at least to yourself or screamed out loud, shaking
your fist at God or anyone who will pay attention, I WISH EVERYTHING WOULD JUST STAY THE SAME.” We all
know in our hearts and minds this is a delusional dream. We know CHANGE happens. It has to. There is no
way around it.

The Church has seen it’s fair share of changes — from the teachings of Jesus to the Day of Pentecost
when the church exploded onto the map of human history and three thousand people gave their life to Christ, to
the establishment of the church throughout the world by Peter and Paul and the Apostles, to abuses and
corrections, to splits and reformations, to denominations and independents. The church has seen changes in
worship styles, music, traditions, structure, social stances and persecution from its very foundation. Would those
who started the church in the first century even recognize the church of today?

It will, if we are faithful to the Word of God. It is the one thing that does not change. How we present
it, teach it, sing it, express it and live it changes, but the Word and Message of God never changes. The methods
have to change or the church becomes irrelevant to society and dies. Just look at the church in Europe.

CHANGE! We may not like it, but it is the one constant in our lives and the life of the church. Let’s
understand that God is working in the changes to make us grow in our faith and trust in Him and keep the
message of His church at the forefront of our lives and the life of our community.

These words of assurance come from Psalm 71. “In you, O Lord, I have taken refuge...Be my rock of
refuge to which I can always go....From birth I have relied on you...I will ever praise you...As for me, I will
always have hope. I will praise your name more and more...Since my youth, God, you have taught me...Even
when I am old and gray, do not forsake me, my God....Though you have made me see troubles, many and
bitter, you will restore my life again...You will increase my honor and comfort me once more.” (NIV)

Our lives and world may change, but God never changes. He is always with us — walking in front of us
to lead us; walking behind to push us; walking beside us to journey with us. - - Pastor Pete
